Sport England Funding News
Sport England is committed to delivering on a series of demanding targets by 2012/13:

· one million more people doing more sport  

· a 25% reduction in the number of 16 year olds who drop out of five key sports  

· improved talent development systems in at least 25 sports

· a measurable increase in people’s satisfaction with their experience of sport – the first time the organisation has set such a qualitative measure

· a major contribution to the delivery of the five hour sports offer for children and young people.
Sport England published a new Funding Strategy in 2008. Sport England has a maximum of £213 million per year to invest in community sport from April 2009. Of this total, a maximum of £158 million will be distributed to specific organisations with specific objectives related to community sport; a maximum of £55 million will be distributed through applications from all bona fide organisations which are judged on their merits against transparent criteria.
Sports clubs, voluntary and community organisations, local authorities and education establishments will be able to apply to these four open-access funding streams worth a maximum of £45 million per year:

· Up to £30 million will be invested via regular themed funding rounds that meet specific needs of community sport 

· £7 million will be available in small grants of between £300 and £10,000 to support sporting projects across England 

· £3 million will be distributed through Sportsmatch, enabling community clubs to make the most of the funding they receive from the private sector by matching that investment 

· £5 million will be invested, through a new Innovation Fund, in projects that identify and pilot new ways of promoting and supporting grassroots sport.

· Sport England will also invest £10 million per year of capital funding in projects that promote a sustainable approach to community facilities. This capital funding will be in addition to the facilities funding awarded to national governing bodies of sport (NGBs).

· Sport England will also invest in partner organisations such as NGBs, county sports partnerships and other national partners including Sporting Equals and the Women’s Sport and Fitness Foundation to deliver specific objectives.

Funding for Grass Roots Sports Projects (England)

· The National Sports Foundation, which is supported by Sport England and
is responsible for levering new and additional private investment into

community sport in England has announced that it has £7.67 million

available during 2008 – 09 to match fund grass root projects that have

successfully attracted private investment.

· Only projects which address Sport England’s 2008-11 strategy outcomes

of Grow, Sustain, Excel will be eligible for consideration. There are three

priority funding themes for 2008-2009: ‘Fit for Sport’ - projects to improve

both physical and human infrastructure for community clubs. This will

include investing in clubs, coaches and volunteers in local communities;

‘2012 Kids’ - building on the success of the Olympics, projects to

encourage children and young people to take up sport; ‘Women into Sport’

- projects to increase female participation in sport, including providing

coaching and support for female teams.

· All applications will be assessed on a first come first serve basis.

Improvements to Sportsmatch application rules ‘Without Prejudice Permission’
· Sportsmatch is funded by Sport England to support the development of grassroots sport in England. We make awards to organizations running projects aimed at increasing participation in sports at community level. We do this through matching eligible funding invested in community sport.
· Sport England is encouraging new or additional sponsorship investment from businesses, trusts and private individuals into community based sports projects. Through the scheme, Sportsmatch will offer pound for pound matched.
· The minimum award made by Sport England is £1,000 (if you are a school the minimum award is £500) and the maximum is £50,000.
· Applicants will now apply online with telephone support available from Sport England on 08458 508 508.
· The next Sportsmatch Panel meeting took place on the 16th January 2009. The cut off for projects for this Panel has now passed. The January Panel is likely to be the last Panel meeting of this financial year. The Panel has agreed to take some decisions electronically so applications that miss the cut off for the January Panel and are seeking a quick decision may be able to be considered prior to the end of the financial year.

Football Foundation (FF)
One of the largest sports charities in the world & the largest in the UK. It is funded by the Premier League, The FA & the Government. The FF is a unique partnership between Central Government & the UK's leading sports industry.
Our mission is to improve facilities, create opportunities and build communities throughout England. 

As the country’s largest funder of grass roots football, the FF has delivered thousands of grass roots community football facility and community projects, as well as free kit and safe goalposts, since its launch in July 2000.

 

The Premier League, The FA and the Government invest a total of £40m every year into the FF, ensuring that we are well placed to deliver funding at grass roots level where it is most needed, invariably in the most deprived areas of the country.

Types of Grants

Facility Grants
what is the scheme?

The facilities scheme provides money to develop new or improve facilities for community benefit. These include changing rooms or clubhouses, grass or artificial pitches and multi-use games areas. These can be under or over £20,000. 

Can you apply?

We welcome applications from football clubs, multi-sport clubs, local authorities, all educational establishments, registered charitable organisations, not for profit companies limited by guarantee, industrial and provident societies and unincorporated not for profit organisations.
We aim to support projects that:

· Improve facilities for football and other sport in local communities. 

· Sustain or increase participation amongst children and adults, regardless of background age, or ability.
· Help children and adults to develop their physical, mental, social and moral capacities through regular participation in sport.
The types of facilities that we give money for include:
· grass pitches drainage/improvements 
· pavilions, clubhouses and changing rooms 
· artificial turf pitches and multi-use games areas 
· fixed floodlights for artificial pitches. 
We also provide development (revenue) grants to deliver football development associated with the new facility e.g. coaching, football development officer etc.
The most we can pay is 90% of the project costs, but we will only award as much as this in exceptional circumstances. For example, applications where there is an outstanding need for a facility and where the project will have a major effect on under-represented groups in football (such as women and girls, people on low incomes, black and ethnic-minority groups and disabled people).
We also provide (revenue) funding to deliver football development associated with the new facility e.g. coaching, football development officer etc. The maximum development funding that can be included with a facilities grant is 20% of the total grant awarded.
Goalpost Safety Grant GSC

What is the scheme?
The goalpost safety scheme provides grants to replace unsafe goalposts.

Can you apply?

Applications are welcome from FA affiliated clubs, local authorities, schools (that demonstrate commitment to football and FA Charter Standard), local community groups and clubs in the National League System Step 7 and below. Clubs in Steps 3 - 6 of the National League System can apply for replacement goals for their U18 youth teams. This applies where the under-18s team does not use the same pitch as the Club’s first team.
Those that are ineligible to apply include professional clubs including their Academies and Centres of Excellence; clubs that do not have an open membership policy, clubs in the National League System Steps 1 & 2 and commercial operators.
Goals may be purchased using suitable suppliers. Any goal purchased from any other source outside of this will be deemed ineligible for funding. The Foundation does not fund retrospectively and will not consider applications for goals which are ordered or purchased before an offer of grant aid has been made.

What do we give money for?

To replace goals which fail to meet the British Standards safety requirements, as well as providing funding for new goals to ensure that all goals purchased for grassroots football meet British Standards EN 748 (2004) and 8462 (2005). They must also meet The FA's Guidance Notes Parts 1 and 2. 

The goals we target for replacement include:

pre-1996 i.e. before British Standards were produced, metal cup hooks on posts and crossbars, wooden, freestanding, Mini-Soccer goals which are now incomplete corroded or rusted. 

How much money can we give you?

An individual grant cannot exceed 50% of the cost of a pair of goals up to a ceiling of £3,000. An applicant (such as a local authority) may apply for up to a maximum of 10 grants.
Junior Kit Scheme Grant
What is the scheme?

The junior kit scheme provides money for football kit and equipment to under 18 teams and adults with disabilities.

Can you apply?

Any club, school or organisation can apply for a kit grant including all representative teams at a junior level up to and including District. Applications are also welcome from disabled groups of all ages. 

To be eligible for funding, groups must:

· Be within the qualifying age group: Under 7s - Under 18s (with the exception of adults with disabilities). 
· not have previously received a kit grant from the Football Foundation’s Junior Kit Scheme within a three-year period. This is with the exception of clubs, as long as one application is for a girls’ team and the other one is for a boys’ team. A separately affiliated section within a club, which has its own officials and structure, would be considered independently. Please note, schools may not apply for a second kit within a three-year period.
· either have achieved FA Charter Standard, or agree to work towards this standard within a period of 12 months. For further advice please contact your local County FA.  This does not currently apply to schools.
· include a copy of their Child Protection Policy (not applicable to schools).
· have a minimum of ten registered members that would benefit from the grant.
· be playing regular fixtures (league/cup/friendlies) in England or affiliated to an English County FA.
· not have teams of mixed gender for age groups 11years and over, in accordance with FA ruling. 

What do we give money for?

Team strip and basic training equipment.
How much money can we give you?

Football Stadia Improvement Fund? FSIF

The FSIF provides money for clubs in the Football League and the National League System down to step 7 and below who want to improve their facilities.
Can you apply?

The FSIF provides money to clubs in the Football League, the Conference and the National League System, down to step 7 and below, that want to improve their facilities for players, officials and spectators.
We cannot consider your application if you start work or appoint a contractor before we approve a grant for your project. However, if we give you permission in writing beforehand, we may still be able to consider your application.
Types of improvement work include:
· covered seating, including facilities for people with disabilities 

· safe open and covered standing areas 

· improving walkways in and out of the stadium, and other routes for spectators within the stadium 

· stadium control rooms 

· first-aid rooms 

· secure boundary around the ground 

· barriers around the pitch 

· work on walkways around the pitch 

· public announcement systems 

· CCTV 

· connecting and improving mains services 

· installing barriers that protect people from getting crushed 

· floodlights or upgrading existing floodlights 

· toilets for spectators, including facilities for people with disabilities 

· turnstiles , pay kiosks  and shelters for people running the turnstiles 

· computerised systems to monitor turnstiles 

· mechanical systems to count the number of people going through turnstiles 

· new changing rooms or improving existing ones 

· work to improve the drainage systems for a pitch and improve the surface of the pitch 

· parking for cars and coaches 

· improving roads that lead to the ground 

· stewards’ radios 

· emergency lighting.

Applications can still be made under the

current arrangements until 31 Mar 09.
