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100% Funding for UKCC Coaching Qualifications

The ‘East Links: Leading the Field’ project provides 100% financial support of training courses for individuals who are employed in, regularly volunteer in or are looking to enter the sport and active leisure sector. The project is managed by the Association of Colleges in the East Region (ACER), supported by SkillsActive and delivered in the East of England by County Sports Partnerships.

The UKCC L1 Rounders Qualification is one of the courses which are funded through the East Links project.  

Rounders England have therefore secured twelve fully funded places through East-Links for the UKCC L1 Course which is being run at North Hertfordshire College on the 10th and 31st of January 2010.  Hence, if individuals meet the necessary criteria (see below) this course will be completely free to attend:   
Successful candidates will need to meet the following criteria:
· Live or work within the East region.
· Be in paid employment for at least 8 hours per week.
· Be seeking to develop an employed or volunteer status role within the active leisure sector in the East of England.

· Not in full time education.

Application Procedure:

2.  You are informed whether you have been successful / unsuccessful.

3.  Book a place on the relevant course, by filling in the Rounders England application form, and pay Rounders England directly for the full cost of the course (£195) – this will be completely reimbursed once you have successfully completed the course.

4.  Day 1 of the course: complete all relevant ESF paperwork with the help of the County Sports Partnership.

5.  Once you have finished the course and passed all relevant assessments you will be 100% reimbursed by Rounders England.
