Registration is the LTA’s basic accreditation scheme and is for coaching assistants and part-time coaches. Registration requires the coach to have a basic qualification (level 1 or level 2), CRB and First Aid.  Key benefit of registration is public liability insurance.  Full time coaches should join the LTA’s Coach Licensing Scheme.  All coaches working in schools should be Licensed or Registered.
